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Methodology

Telephone interviews were conducted among individuals eighteen years of age and older 
using the FACTS Network, TNS Canadian Facts’ Fully Automated Computerized 
Telephone Survey system. 

In total, 1016 interviews were completed between July 9th to 13th, 2007. 
Weighting adjustments were applied to the final edited, clean data to ensure that the data 
are representative of the adult population of Canada. 

Telephone interviewing was continuously monitored, with at least 10% of the interviewing 
either partially or fully monitored.
